MINUTES OF  THE 27TH Annual VISAYAS AREA ASSEMBLY HELD AT SARROSA INTERNATIONAL HOTEL AND RESIDENTIAL SUITES, F. CABAHUG ST., 

MABOLO CEBU CITY ON NOVEMBER 20-21, 2009

I. ELECTION OF THE NEW AREA CHAIRMAN:

The Election of the new Area Chairman was chaired by Engr./Atty. Reuel T. Pintor, Governor and Immediate Past National President as the representative from the National Board of Governors. 

Engr. Lupicina Halasan (GEP-Bohol Chapter) started the nomination process by nominating Engr. Ramon Unay for Chairman for the next Visayas Area Assembly (VAA), but Engr. Ramon Unay declined due to his busy schedules. Instead, Engr. Unay nominated Engr. Carlos Cordero, which Engr. J. Vito Genson moved to close the nomination and was seconded by Engr. Editho Dumalagan. 

Engr. Carlos Cordero was elected and declared as the next Area Chairman.

Another nomination was put down to the floor for the next Vice-Chairman which should come from Region 6. 

Engr. Emmanuel Tipgos was nominated. Since there was no other nomination on the floor, again Engr. J. Vito Genson moved to close the nomination which was duly seconded by Engr. Editho Q. Dumalagan.

With Engr. Carlos Cordero of Region 8 as the next Area Chairman with Engr. Emmanuel C. Tipgos from Region 6 as the Vice Chairman, Engr. Carlos Cordero chose Engr. Winston Solite as the Secretary and Engr. Ramon Unay as the Treasurer.

II. PLENARY SESSION:

After the Election, the Visayas Area Chairman, Engr. J. Vito Genson, started the Plenary Session at about 3:15 in the afternoon.

READING AND APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS AREA ASSEMBLY MINUTES:

The Area Chairman, Engr. J. Vito Genson, informed the members in attendance that the Minutes of the Plenary Session was only given to him by a member of GEP Region 6 on the first day of the Convention, even though a repeated request were made earlier to GEP Region 6. 
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Nevertheless, the reading of the Minutes of the previous Area Assembly proceeded and was read by Engr. Cesarita Tecson-Diango as the Secretary of the 27th Visayas Area Assembly. After reading the minutes, the Secretary noticed that the minutes of the previous Area Assembly was not duly signed  by the previous Area Chairman with no attached approved Resolutions. 

Engr. Emmanuel C. Tipgos, then voluntered to represent the Area Chairman and signed the minutes of the previous 26th Visayas Area Assembly.

Engr. Reuel T. Pintor suggested and reminded the next Area Chairman that this should not happen again and that the Minutes of the Plenary Session should be submitted together with the Resolutions approved during the Plenary Session. 

Engr. Editho Q. Dumalagan then moved to approve the Minutes of the 26th VAA Plenary Session and was duly seconded by Engr. Rosalio Lofranco.

Engr. Venerando Lubiano then moved to dispense the discussion of the minutes of the previous plenary session  since copies of the Minutes were not duly disseminated to all  members. 

Engr. Lubiano Venerando presented a motion to collect the Building Fund of Php500.00 from every participants for the next Area Assembly. Hearing no second motion, the motion was declared dead.

Engr. Carlos Cordero proposed that the next venue for the Area Assembly will be held in Ormoc City, Leyte.  Since there was no objection to said proposal, the proposal was deemed carried.

Atty. Reuel T. Pintor filed a motion requesting the Regional Director of Department of Agrarian Reform (DAR) of  Region 8 to cancel existing authorities granted and to refrain from issuing authority to practice to DAR Geodetic Engineers during Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays and to refrain from submitting their survey returns to the DENR Regional Office No. 8.

This motion was seconded by Engr. Editho Q. Dumalagan, but before this can be approved by the Area Chairman there was an objection/reaction raised by Engr.  Bajas.

Engr. Bajas, an employee of  DAR Regional Office No. 8, reacted that there are only 2 Geodetic Engineers from DAR and requested that their practice during weekends should be allowed for humanitarian reasons.

Engr. Editho Q. Dumalagan informed the body that this matter was already referred to the Civil Service Commission and informed everybody that this practice is illegal.

Engr. Tomas Mariňo suggested  to modify the motion, not only Region 8, but also to include Regions 6 and 7 as well.
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Atty. Reuel T. Pintor revised his motion to include all National and Local agencies and enjoining its Head of Offices to refrain from issuing  Authority to Practice and  if a Letter of Authority was already issued, the proponent requested to cancel the Letter of  Authority already issued. The said motion was duly seconded by Engr. Editho Q. Dumalagan and duly approved and carried by the Area Chairman.

But Engr. Carlos Cordero reacted that the Civil Service Commission from Region 7 is not the same as of Region 8, and commented that each region has different opinion regarding this law.  However, Engr. Editho Dumalagan reacted and argued that the Opinion Letter merely cited the provisions of the law and was not an interpretation of the specific provision being cited.  The Chairman opined that the Letter cited only a provision of the CSC Law, hence it is of  general application 

Engr. Francisco de Guzman of GEP Region 7 filed a motion requesting the National Directorate to request the Professional Regulation Commission (PRC) to reduce the number of Continuing Professional Educations (CPE) points required from every GE member from sixty (60) CPE points to forty (40) CPE points for all Senior Citizens.

The motion was duly seconded by Engr.  Venerando Lubiano.  The motion was duly approved and carried by the Area Chairman.

Being no other Resolutions or matter to discuss on the floor, Engr. Venerando Lubiano, moved to adjourn the Plenary Session and was duly seconded by Engr. Editho Q. Dumalagan.
